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Last year at about this time we were bracing for Winter
Storm Jonas, which dropped a record 37 inches of
snow in Harford County. Looking back I am proud of
our emergency operations team and highways crews
who worked tirelessly to dig us out and keep us safe in
that historic blizzard.

Thanks to careful tracking of expenditures, I am also
pleased to report that my administration has received
$1 million to-date from the Federal Emergency
Management Agency to offset our cost of managing
last year's storm.

As we begin the winter of 2017, please review our cold
weather safety tips found here on the county website,
even as we hope that historic storms like Jonas remain
in the past!
