Approval of Minutes of the February 25, 2020 Board of Estimates Meeting

The minutes of the February 25, 2020 Board of Estimates Meeting were approved by general consent.
 


Item No. 03-10-20-01
Mr. Hopkins presented Solicitation No. 20-233; Emergency Medical Services Study; Piggyback-NPPGGov-PS18016.
Mr. Sandlass made a motion to approve the recommendation, seconded by Mr. Siemek. 
Mr. Eddie Hopkins from the Department of Emergency Services, Administration, stated that this proposal is for the purchase of a comprehensive study to determine the cost of providing Emergency Medical Services in Harford County. This study will assist in determining the baseline cost of EMS which can then be used countywide by both volunteer and career based EMS entities and to plan for and budget for the provision of EMS services in concurrence with the future growth and expansion of EMS within Harford County.     
The Department of Emergency Services, Administration, recommends award in the amount not to exceed $55,663.98 to Mission Critical Partners, LLC of Port Matilda, PA in accordance with Section 41-25 of the Harford County Code. 
This motion was unanimously approved with 1 member absent.
Item No. 03-10-20-02
Mr. Smith presented Solicitation No. 20-179; HACH Laboratory Equipment and Supplies; Sole Source.
Mr. Sandlass made a motion to approve the recommendation, seconded by Mr. Siemek.
Mr. Bill Smith from the Department of Public Works, Division of Water and Sewer, stated that this proposal is for the purchase of HACH products, and for the contract to provide a 10% discounted rate and free shipping for products for future instruments and consumables used for the daily testing at various drinking and wastewater plants and laboratories.   
The Department of Public Works, Division of Water and Sewer, recommends award in the amount not to exceed $150,000.00 per year to HACH Company of Loveland, CO in accordance with Section 41-25 of the Harford County Code. 

This motion was unanimously approved with 1 member absent.

Mr. Krout presented Solicitation No. 18-257; Temporary Staffing; Change Order #2.
Mr. Sandlass made a motion to approve the recommendation, seconded by Mr. Siemek.
Mr. Shawn Krout from the Department of Parks and Recreation stated that this proposal is for the increase of the current contract to allow the department to obtain up to five (5) temporary associates to assist with various ground maintenance and landscaping projects throughout the County.
The Department of Parks and Recreation requests approval of Change Order #2 in the amount not to exceed $22,000.00 per year, increasing the contract not to exceed total to $92,000.00 per year to Beacon Staffing Alternatives, Inc. of Aberdeen, MD in accordance with Section 41-25 of the Harford County Code.

Mr. Sandlass made a motion to approve the recommendation, seconded by Mr. Siemek.
Ms. Angela Hoover from the Department of Parks and Recreation stated that this proposal is to increase the not to exceed limit for the open-end engineering services contracts for Parks and Recreation projects.
The Department of Parks and Recreation requests approval of Change Order #1 in the amount not to exceed $500,000.00 per year, increasing the contract not to exceed total to $1,000.000.00 per year to Bayland Consultants & Designers, Inc. of Hanover, MD, Bay State Land Services, Inc. of Forest Hill, MD, Clark Azar & Associates, Inc. of Germantown, MD, Frederick Ward Associates of Bel Air, MD, Pennoni Associates Inc. of Columbia, MD, Site Resources, Incorporated of Phoenix, MD, and Whitman, Requardt & Associates, LP of Baltimore, MD in accordance with Section 41-25 of the Harford County Code. 

The motion was approved by 5 members and disapproved by 1 member, with 1 member absent.

Mr. Sandlass made a motion to approve the recommendation, seconded by Mr. Siemek.

Mr. Warren Patrick from the Department of Procurement, Fleet Management, is requesting approval for two (2) 2020 Ford Explorer SUV’s for the Harford County School Resource Officer Division.  

The Department of Procurement, Fleet Management, recommends award in the amount of $80,370.00 to Plaza Ford Inc. of Bel Air, MD in accordance with Section 41-25 of the Harford County Code.

The Department of Procurement, Fleet Management, recommends award in the amount of $358,120.00 to Jones Junction of Bel Air, MD in accordance with Section 41-25 of the Harford County Code.
