
Just a reminder to all licensees that the regular hours for last call
apply to New Year’s Eve, December 31, 2013, and the morning 
of January 1, 2014. As written in Board Rule 4:09, the Board 
requires that:

a) Last call can be no later than 1:45 a.m.;
b) No sales of alcohol can be made after 2:00 a.m.;
c) No consumption of alcohol after 2:15 a.m.; and,
d) All glasses and containers of alcoholic beverages of any 

type must be removed and tables cleared by 2:30 a.m.

No licensed establishment is required to stay open until last call 
but all licensees must adhere to the above rule if the business is 
open until last call.
All licensees may begin serving/selling alcoholic beverages 
again at 8:00 a.m. on January 1, 2014, as usual.

As always, be aware of how much your patrons are drinking 
and be prepared to offer them an alternate ride home if you 
suspect they have had too much to drink. You may want to keep
your kitchen open if you are staying open later than usual on 
New Year’s Eve to provide food as well as drinks.

Notary Services
All members of the Harford 
County Liquor Control Board 
staff have been appointed and 
sworn as notaries public and can 
provide notary services for license
applications and renewals. If you 
wish to use this service, you must 
present at least one valid form of 
government issued photo 
identification which also contains 
your current address and 
signature. Each applicant must 
appear in person. If more than one
person requires a notary it will be 
much easier if all applicants 
appear at the same time. There 
will be no charge to licensees for 
this service. 

Deadline for transfers and 
change of licensee 
applications
January 17, 2014 is the deadline 
for submitting supplemental 
applications for changes in 
current licensees prior to renewal.
If the application is received after 
that date, any action on the 
change could be delayed until 
after May 1, 2014, due to license 
renewal.
